PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is using someone else’s words instead of your own. When writing, you are
expected to use your own words and ideas, and to acknowledge any sources you use to
gather ideas. Plagiarism is not allowed anywhere.

TYPES OF PLAGIARISM

In order to avoid plagiarizing, it is best to fully understand the different ways in which
plagiarism can occur.

Direct Plagiarism

Direct plagiarism occurs when a writer copies sentences or paragraphs that someone else
wrote and uses them without quotation marks or without citing the source. Directly
plagiarizing could mean copying and pasting from an article on the internet, from a book or
magazine, or even from a friend or classmate.

Mosaic Plagiarism

Mosaic plagiarism is also sometimes called “patch-work plagiarism”. It occurs when a
writer borrows phrases from a source or pieces together information from different sources
without using quotation marks. It also occurs when a writer finds synonyms for the author’s
language but keeps the same general structure and meaning of the original.

Self-Plagiarism

This may sound strange, but it is also possible to plagiarize yourself. If you submit a paper
that you wrote for another magazine, you are committing self-plagiarism. To avoid this, just
make sure that you always write original work and that you don’t recycle previous work
that you've already written.

Accidental Plagiarism

Many instances of plagiarism are those in which the writer does not mean to do anything
dishonest. If you do not keep track of the resources you use while researching, you might
forget to cite those references when you write your paper. While this may be an accident, it
is still plagiarism, and you could still face strict consequences for forgetting to cite sources.



Al & PLAGIARISM
What is Al?

Al, or artificial intelligence, is the capability of computer programs to think, act, and make
decisions based on learning from humans. Al processes “learn” by processing large
amounts of human-created data so that they can be trained to copy human
problem-solving, decision-making, pattern detection, and more. Recently, Al has been
used to develop natural language processing tools, where a user “asks” the Al tool a
question and the Al “responds” with generative text that mirrors the way humans write or
speak. This is called generative Al. Generative Al has caused new questions about
plagiarism in educational settings.

Al and Plagiarism

With the increasing use of generative Al, educators have struggled with how to monitor Al
use in classrooms and on assignments. When students copy and paste material from an
Al tool, they are using text generated by a computer. Even though they are not copying the
work of another person, they are not writing their own assignments and therefore missing
out on important learning opportunities. Instead of banning the use of Al entirely, many
institutions are creating guidance to define acceptable use of Al in the classroom.
Acceptable use guidance outlines when and how Al can and cannot be used in an
academic environment.

Below, you can find the acceptable use guidance for Al when writing:

You may use Al tools to brainstorm ideas and approaches, find research and paraphrase
or summarize text, help generate an outline and/or check your text's grammar or spelling
so that you may correct errors. But, you may not use Al tools to generate ideas and/or
directly copy and paste Al-generated text. If you use an Al tool to assist you, you must cite
the Al tool you used and how you used it. In summary: Al tools can help you brainstorm,
research, and organize, but they should not be used to write your texts. If you use an Al
tool prompt to help you brainstorm, research, or organize your text, you do not need a
formal citation.
