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Applications for the Department of Foreign Affairs Trade and Development Scholarships are now being accepted. 

The 2014-15 DFAIT scholarship program consists of four scholarships for undergraduate and graduate students coming from specific countries to study at York University. 

DEADLINE: Apply to York International by Thursday, April 17th, as we need to nominate to CBIE by April 30th. 

As in previous years, York International will coordinate the nomination of students for these awards. 

Nomination process: 
Responsibilities of York International: 
1.        Gather all required documentation from the student, home university and York supervising professor (if appropriate) 
2.        Consider applications from exchange partners, keeping in mind the particular student activity balance with each exchange partner. This means not all applications may be nominated. 
3.        Complete nomination for approved applicants 
 
Responsibilities of Home University: 
1.         Assist with finding York professor to supervise any graduate level applicants 
2.         Complete and/or submit, by email, the following eight documents as attachments in *.doc, *.jpeg, or *.pdf format:  (ensure each document is no bigger than 5 Mb)
a) “2014-15 DFATD Award Application Template” (*.doc) 
b) Letter of intent: a short letter in English or in French from the candidate describing the nature of his/her research or studies to be undertaken and explaining the rationale for study in Canada and for the choice of institution, program and supervisor. The candidate must also indicate how the proposed program of study or research will relate to his/her future career (maximum one page).
c) Privacy Notice Statement: a copy of the Privacy Notice Statement for non-Canadian participants signed by the candidate (found on the Scholarship website).

d) Proof of citizenship: a copy of the candidate's passport or national identity document with valid dates; a baptism certificate is not accepted as proof of citizenship.

e) Proof of full-time enrolment: a short letter in English or in French from the home institution, on official letterhead, dated within the last six months. This letter must confirm that the candidate is currently enrolled in a full-time program and will continue to be enrolled upon their return. Copies of transcripts, a student card or letter of admission are not acceptable (maximum one page).

f) Letter of support from the home institution: a short letter in English or in French from the candidate's instructor, professor or international director at the home institution explaining the nature of study and how the candidate and the home institution will benefit from this scholarship program (maximum one page).

g) Letter of invitation: applications for graduate students must include a letter from the Canadian supervisor indicating his/her willingness to support and mentor the candidate. This letter should demonstrate the support for the candidate during the exchange period and demonstrate how the Canadian institution, supervisor and peers would benefit (maximum one page).
h) Exchange Application and supporting documentation (see the following link). Please keep in mind the exchange activity balance when considering students for nomination.
